Fishery Profile 
The lakes at Baronscourt offer some of the best pike fishing in Ireland. Angling is available to fishermen staying on the estate (a choice of two delightful self-catering units - the Governor's Lodge or the Clock Tower). 
There are 3 lakes within the estate at Baronscourt - Lough Catherine is 91.51 acres in extent, Lough Fanny is 29.05 acres and Lough Mary is 15.47 acres, with all three interconnected. The lowest lake (Lough Catherine) discharges into a stream that runs to the River Derg. 

Pike fishing on the lakes is of a high standard and, for a time, the venue hosted the Northern Ireland Pike Fishing Championships. 
The best time of year is between April and October.  Boats are available. Please note that the Estate operates a strict catch and release programme in order to conserve fish stocks.
