Fishery Profile 
Lough Derg lies amidst the Donegal mountains (close to where the counties of Donegal, Fermanagh and Tyrone meet). It is famous for its pilgrimage island and basilica, known as Saint Patrick’s Purgatory. 
Less well known is that this lake, with over 1,000 hectares, offers excellent pike fishing. Shore fishing is possible at a number of locations, but boat fishing is recommended. 
Lough Derg has recorded pike up to 30lbs (pounds weight) or 13.6 kilogrammes in the past but most of the pike landed weigh in around 8lbs – 12lbs (3.6-5.4kg).
