Fishery Profile 
The Oaks Fishery lies only a few minutes drive from the ancient walled city of Derry and offers some of the finest pike fishing available in the north-west. The lake, surrounded by beautiful countryside, provides an ideal and tranquil venue for fishing. The largest pike recorded this year is 24lbs (10.8kg).
In March 2005 the Oaks saw what was christened “Big Mary” weigh in at massive 46lbs (20.8kg). The capture of an enormous specimen from the Oaks lake has shaken the pike angling fraternity, many of whom had formed the opinion that fish of such proportions no longer existed!
Allen Stewart caught this huge 46lb pike - it is the heaviest reported since Roy Lewis set the British record in 1992 with a 46lb 13oz fish from Llandegfedd Reservoir, South Wales.
