We propose that angling should cease for salmon when the appropriate daily bag limit has been caught or when the seasonal total of 5 for the spring and 20 for the summer/autumn period has been taken. 

All angling undertaken following the taking of the daily or seasonal bag limits will only be allowed using equipment designed to minimise the possibility of {catching} killing a salmon and of such a design that would facilitate the successful catch and release of any salmon {inadvertently caught while fishing for trout}.  Ie Small gape single barbless hooks , ban in the use of earthworms.

Fishing for trout ( including sea trout under 40 cm )  may also continue up to the bag limit of  4 providing the equipment used is of such design to facilitate the successful catch and release of any salmon inadvertently caught.
